

















To help users see the impact, we revamped the Benefit Provider form. Levels are now on a separate
tab and have two new fields: Premium Amount column which displays the result of EE + ER, and
Budget Premium which displays the result of EE budget + ER budget. These fields are
automatically calculated upon saving the record.

CR #: 6945 Recognize new lump sum earnings amount for tax calculation purposes

Now you can set up addons to pay a lump sum as annual earnings, preventing the tax calculation
New! from annualizing it. Per IRS regulations, this option is available only for non-primary pay cycles
where the addon's Rate 1 is not an hourly or daily rate, and the addon is set up to pay for only ONE
month.

Of course, if an addon is setup as annual, this can be overridden (set to monthly) in the Adjust
Payroll activity.

CR #: 7855 CSEA dues deduction exceeds the Monthly Base Max

Now Escape Online will check to see if a deduction has exceeded the monthly base maximum for
the pay period.

CR #: 8155 Assignment payoff incorrect when no new assignment

Escape Online will no longer partially pay an assignment in a next pay period when the assignment
ended on the last day of the pay period that was just paid. This was a known issue.

NOTE: This fixes a very specific situation. You may need to create a manual adjustment if you
encountered this in a prior release. If you ended an assignment as of the last paid thru date for a pay
period, AND the employee had no other assignments that extended beyond the pay period (no future
jobs), AND subsequently you created a new assignment in the next pay period after the pay date of
the ended assignment was closed, you should check the amount paid for the ended assignment. If it
1s not correct, you need to create a manual adjustment. If you are not sure, please contact Escape
Customer Care.

HR/Payroll Processes Initiate Payroll Requests

CR #: 7976 Initiate pay is not computing all open periods after assignment change

The Initiate Pay process will now compute all open periods after an assignment change. Previously,
when a pay cycle was ended mid-month, the changes were not included because the Date From of
the pay cycle was greater than the pay period begin date. This was a known issue.

HR/Payroll Reports Benefits

CR #: 7694 Benefit03 - NEW sort option and wildcards

The Benefit Provider Reconciliation (Benefit03) report has some really powerful enhancements.
First, we added a new sort option for employees, and an "Include Adjustments" field so you can
include, exclude, or only report employees with benefit adjustment amounts.

New!
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Then, we created two new fields for benefit providers and bargaining units where you can enter
wildcards!! For example, you could use the following wildcards for the benefit provider code:

? (question mark) — Single character: “BL??0” would return BLHMO and BLPPO, but not
BLHDHP.

* (asterisk) — Multiple characters: “Kaiser*” would return KaiserCE, KaiserCL, KaiserCO, etc.
p

, (comma) — Series: “CVTDD, RCDD, RSIGDD, SIGDD” would return only the benefit providers
with these codes.

.. (two periods) — Range: “RCHMO..RSIGPPO” would return all medical benefit providers for
retirees (excluding RCDD and RCVSP).

You can also mix and match these wildcards. For example, you could enter “BL??0, RBL*,
SUPBL” to return all Blue Shield plans for current employees, retirees and the
superintendent.

Finally, we optimized the report so that it will run faster.

CR #: 7756 Leave02 - Error in search criteria

In the Leave Transactions with Excess Balances (Leave02) report, now you can enter a job class
after specifying a job category. Previously, you would receive an error.

CR #: 8193 Leave02 - Excess leave balance not showing on report, search criteria not working

For the Leave Transactions with Excess Balances (Leave02) report, the report criteria has been
modified to filter properly. In addition, the reason for the leave has been added to the detail lines.
Previously, this was a known issue.

This report was optimized to run faster.

CR #: 8402 Payl7 - NEW export sort option

The Vendor Detail (Pay17) report has a new sort option that disables all suppression is now
available. The "x" option prints all information on every detail line so it is easier to export to
Microsoft Excel for additional analysis.

In addition, this report has been optimized to fun faster.

CR #: 3416 Pay12 - Not filtering by pay cycle
The Employee Deductions (Pay12) report will now correctly filter by pay cycle.

The PERS History (Retire07) report will now run without error.

History (Retire96) reports will now say STRS instead of PERS. This was an aesthetic change; the
processing of the report was not affected.

Now counties can control which deductions and contributions can be assigned to employees by
users in the Employee Payroll Setup, Employee Pay Management, and Adjust Pay activities.

The new Role Level Min field in the Contributions Management and Deductions Management
activities will set the minimum role level for the ability to add the contrib/deduct at the employee
level. For example, if you want to restrict the ability to add a TSA contribution to only organization
managers (and above), you could set the Role Level Min to OrgMgr. Or, you could set a PERS Buy
Back Tax Deferred deduction to retirement users. Users with roles lower than this will not see these
contribs/deducts in the lookup at the employee setup level. Of course, they can still read it and
search by it.

CR #: 8516 Identify cash accounts with a balance that do not exist in next year

—— Due to the State's recent changes to allowed resources and to help with year end processing, we have

created a script that will identify cash accounts with a balance that do not exist in the next year. For

Ne¥ example, if a resource doesn’t (and shouldn’t) exist in the NEW fiscal year, you will need to create a
journal entry in the PREVIOUS fiscal year to move the cash balance to the appropriate resource in
the new fiscal year. This script can be used for any object, but was specifically written with cash
objects in mind.

CR #: 8480 Payll - Report optimization

The Income Detail (Pay11) report was optimized to run faster.

System Setup Fiscal Year Status

Provide ability for cash account balances to be rolled forward independently of other accounts
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Now you can roll forward cash independent of other year end processes, providing users with cash
before the fiscal year is closed. The new Create Cash Roll Forward Journal Entry task can be run
one organization at a time from the Fiscal Year Status activity, or for all organizations from the
Fiscal Year Status (System) activity.

It writes a journal entry line item for each resource / cash object combination, using the Cash object
and Offset to Cash Balance Forward Object (new field!) defined in the Ledger tab of the
Organization record.

If run for all organizations, a journal entry will be written for each organization that is active for the

finance module as defined in the Organization record. In addition, a history record will be written to
the history tab, displaying the journal entry number if successful, or the accounts that did not exist if
unsuccessful.

Before you close cash for the fiscal year, you will need to use the new Unpost and Delete Cash Roll
Forward Journal Entries task, also in the Fiscal Year Status activity.

CR #: 6881 Error when assigning User Permissions

Now you can create user-based permissions for the Department Requisitions and Independent
